 Nemasket Hill Cemetery , the oldest cemetery in town, was set aside as a burial ground in 
1662. It has been in continuous operation since then, and is inexorably linked with the long history of 
Middleborough. It is managed by a Board of Trustees of the Nemasket Hill Cemetery Association, and 
inquiries of all types can be made to them at their e-mail address: nemaskethillcem@gmail.com.  

 Nemasket Hill Cemetery Association, like all active cemeteries, is a 501(C)(13), and (13)s can 
only receive donations for general upkeep. Also, they can not receive grant monies. For both of these 
reasons, cemeteries benefit from working with 501(C)(3)s. Knowing this, several of the attendees at 
the first general interest meeting of the group that became this charity (held in October of 2010) were 
Trustees of Nemasket Hill Cemetery.  That initial group wanted to create a lasting solution, and are 
why the mission of the FoMC is to provide assistance to all cemeteries in Middleborough.

Medallions and 

flags are prominent throughout cemetery landscapes. In years past, the Veterans Day parade 

used to finish up at the Civil War Memorial cannon in Central Cemetery.  Middleborough has 

ongoing efforts that honor Veterans, and our 3rd purpose is complementary to those efforts.  

Our charity has ongoing and proposed efforts that do and will improve upon societyôs promise. 

We document and clean headstones. We will be resetting and repairing headstones. As we work  

in cemeteries, we repair and replace flags. We find medallions that move from where they were 

intended and are missing from where they should always remain. Some of the proposed ideas 

for future efforts involve GPS, QR codes, 3D printing, cemetery maps, and tours. Volunteers 

produce great ideas and Middleborough has the resources to change the ideas into actions! 

Dreams can become reality. Ideas do produce results. This charity began with the vision of  

one woman, who gathered together others, and persisted until she succeeded. The same can be 

said for the person who envisioned Middleboroughôs Veterans Memorial Park. It is a very rare 

individual who has the vision, skill, time, tools, connections, and money to do anything alone. 

Success requires teamwork. You have something that this charity and our efforts needs. We    

offer this opportunity to serve, as all Veterans did.

He worked at 

the Fall Brook Cemetery filling in depressions, removing tree stumps, and installing a fence.
